JEWELLERY POLICY

Introduction

At The Drive Primary School, the teachers and governors recognise that the education and safety of our children are of the greatest importance.  It is felt that the wearing of jewellery could prove to be a distraction to some children and could, in certain circumstances, be a safety hazard.  There are also occasions where the wearing of jewellery is not permitted eg P.E. lessons and removal of jewellery is often time-consuming and poses problems of security.

Aims

1.
To ensure the safety of all the children within the school.

2.
To enable all children to concentrate on their studies without the distraction of jewellery.

3.
To ensure maximum teaching time in lessons where the wearing of jewellery would be forbidden in line with safety guidelines, for example a physical education lesson as the removal of jewellery, especially ear-rings is often a time-taking process.

4.
To cut down on the amount of personal possessions which a child brings into school as this can lead to loss which often has to be followed up by the class teacher or head teacher.

5.
To allow the child to realise that often, in the world of work, restrictions can be placed on them because of Health and Safety requirements.

6.
To facilitate the smooth running of the school.

Procedures to be followed

At the adoption of this policy, parents will be informed that jewellery is not allowed.  In future, parents will be informed when their children start school that the wearing of jewellery is not allowed.  If a child wishes to have his/her ears pierced this should be done at the start of the summer holidays so that ear-rings can be removed once the Autumn term begins.

If a child comes to school with an ear-ring(s) in the parent will be sent for so that the ear ring(s) can be removed by them.  At no time should a teacher remove a child's ear ring(s) for the child, even with the child's consent.

In the event of a parent refusing to remove a child's ear ring(s) the child will be unable to return to school until the ear ring(s) are removed.

Other jewellery should be taken from the child and sent to the head teacher in an envelope with the child's name on and the date.  It will be kept in a secure place until the child's parent comes to collect it.

Watches

It is felt that the wearing of watches can have a beneficial effect and these will be allowed for children.  Any watches that are worn are the responsibility of the child and must be looked after by that child.  No child will be allowed to take part in a P.E. lesson whilst wearing a watch for reasons of safety.
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
